CGIP utilizes a CT
scan of the patient’s mouth and
innovative computer programs.
The CT scan allows Dr. Jirik to
evaluate available bone and tooth
structure then begin virtual
surgical planning and
reconstruction of a patient’s teeth
prior to surgery.

“Patients who are medically
compromised and unable to
tolerate multiple long procedures
have a quick, safe, minimally
invasive solution with CGIP,” says
Dr. Jirik “If inadequate bone has
made someone less than an ideal
candidate for dental restoration in
the past, CGIP reveals the bone
loss and allows the safe placement
of implants”.

During the surgical appointment,
Dr. Jirik places the dental implants
and restorations utilizing
computer generated surgical
guides.

“I never dreamed when I entered
this profession that I would be
doing more dentistry in the lab
and on a computer than in the
patient’s mouth, but that is

exactly what is happening,” he
says. CGIP allows the luxury of
implant placement in familiar
surroundings with a dedicated and
highly trained staff. There is little
disruption to a busy schedule
because CGIP is simply one
surgery, lasting only one hour.
Unlike previous procedures that
took three months to one year
with multiple surgeries, CGIP
surgery requires no incision,
which significantly lessens the
discomfort after the procedure.
Patients can enjoy the immediate
use of their dental implants and
return to work and a normal
routine shortly after treatment.
They walk out of the clinic with a
new smile that day — not months
later.
